January 3 — 14, 2010

What a ride! Back in September it seemed like a
distant dream, but it turned into reality on New
Year’'s Day in Phoenix when David dropped me
off at Sky Harbor, and two hours later | boarded a
747 for London, finally on my way to South Africa
for a two week motorcycle tour. It took 30 hours
to get to Cape Town! | was met at the airport
and driven to the hotel, where | met my tour
guides and the other riders, and later that
evening we all walked to the Victoria and Albert
waterfront for dinner. | ate warthog shishkabob
and drank S. African wine. Set my alarm for 6:00
a.m. and slept like the dead.

Next day Oskar, the van driver, took us to Tyger
Valley Harley-Davidson, where we got our
motorcycles. Beautiful new Heritage Softails and
Ultras. We rode out on the left side of the road
on a very scary freeway and | followed the leader
like his shadow. Once we got out onto quieter
roads it was a real pleasure to ride and enjoy the
scenery. We rode along the coastlines and
visited the Cape of Good Hope Lighthouse, and a
town called Hermanus, which is like the French
Riviera or Malibu. We dipped our feet in the
Indian Ocean, which was warm, and the Atlantic
Ocean which was cold, where they meet at Point
Agulhas. We rode 2,700 kilometers and stopped
at more than 20 gas stations; fuel was included in
the tour package.

We saw very few other Harleys, and | felt like a
goddess on such a motorcycle, where most of
the cars had engines of lesser displacement. We
drew a crowd of admirers wherever we stopped,
and when they saw | was a woman | got a lot of
smiles and funny looks... We gave thumbs up

to everyone.

We went on safaris in Land Rovers, saw
ostriches (I actually rode one), zebras and
penguins, slept in platform tents with spa bath
tubs, and got up-close-and-personal with
elephants.

We rode through the “Little Karoo” which is a
semi-arid land like New Mexico and Arizona
complete with prickly pear, century plants, aloe
vera and agave. (They actually make tequila
there, but they are not allowed to call it tequila,
like the French control the name “champagne”). |
bought everyone a few rounds of “agava” and
they liked it. We stayed in some historic
buildings which are now Bed and Breakfasts, and
| really enjoyed the architecture. The land was
originally colonized by the Dutch, who were
farmers, and they built many of their farmhouses
of adobe. The culture was an interesting
combination of African and Victorian, with
Africaans being the language | heard most, but
all the road signs were in English as well.

When | finally came home on January 17th, |
didn’t know what day it was and | kept waking up
at 2:30 in the morning for a few days. It's a big
world out there! Go see it...on a Harley!
